RE: Canadian Coast Guard Presence in most commonly used fall herring fishing grounds in the New Brunswick area of the Gulf of St. Lawrence  
Mr. Voigt,
It has recently come to our attention that your presence in New Brunswick area of the Gulf of St. Lawrence (which includes the Bay de Chaleur) in the course of the fall herring fishery, specifically near fishing grounds, has become negligible in recent years and our members participating in this fishery believe there is cause for concern. The herring fishery, in its inherent practice, involves some risk at sea greater than the more coastal fisheries and it is believed that a minimum presence of a Canadian Coast Guard vessel is required on most commonly used fishing grounds during the upcoming 2010 Fall herring fishery. 

This letter therefore constitutes an official urgent request for improved presence of your fleet in the aforementioned fishing areas.  

Please respond promptly to this urgent request as the season opening rapidly approaches.
